We are all called to have fruitful lives that make an eternal difference. We are all called to be like Mary giving
birth to Jesus so that the world becomes a better place. Jesus wants to come straight to us to produce the fruits
of his eternal kingdom in our lives and in others.

Are you wasting time? If so, take this to the Sacrament of Reconciliation and prepare yourself for the way of
the Lord. He wants to make an eternal difference through you!
