This Palm Sunday, we stand at the gateway of the most sacred week of the year. As we hold our palms and            
shout ñHosanna,ò we are doing more than just remembering a historical event; we are entering into the Paschal                     
Mysteryðthe very heart of our salvation. 
 
Moving Beyond Routine 
The liturgy only feels like a "repetition" if we remain bystanders. This week, I invite you to step out of the crowd 
and into the life of Christ. We are called to "re-live" the passion, the suffering, and the ultimate victory of Jesus. 
A true Catholic life is not about a God who does what we want, but about us doing what He wants. It is a faith of 
strength that asks us to take up our cross and follow a crucified Lord. If your faith has felt like a habit lately, let 
these coming days be your turning point toward a more personal relationship with the Lord.

I urge you to participate fully in the Sacred Triduum. These "Three Days" are the summit of our year, designed               
to lead you into a deep reflection on our salvation and prepare your heart to truly celebrate the triumph of Easter.

The babyôs oil and sweat glands are functioning; these help regulate body temperature. A white filmy layer 
covers the baby and protects her delicate skin from the surrounding amniotic fluid and from scratches as she 
twists and turns. This waxy substance will be quickly absorbed into her skin after she is born. She can now 
respond to sound. Her lungs are fairly well developed and she would stand a good chance of survival if born 
at this time.
